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In working on   bioethical project  in Congo  Kinshasa ,   my attention has been focused on a specific  rhetoric of  argumentation of  public health discourse relying on quantitative data ,  and its tension with the promotion of individual capability to assert one’s own vision of good health 

I will in the introduction, focus mainly on the dimension of  promoting prevention of aids through the developing of individual health capabilities for vulnerable populations in a global health context. 

I will defend  in the first part of my intervention, the use of children’s own narratives as a complement  to  the abstract rhetoric of bioethical discourse of research ethics and care. I will argue  from a first epidemiological studies of  narratives ,  that it  often fails to meet the specific health needs of specific populations, leading to bad research and non compliance with prevention requirements. 

I will  focus in a second part as an illustration  on the growing concern for street children contaminated with aids as a troubling vector of the illness in a situation of a chronic disease while they are excluded from research in the name of their vulnerability neglecting their agency

.

After these descriptive parts, I will propose an alternative model  , applying Nussbaum and Sen concept of capability to public health policy . My purpose is to construct a reflective model, focusing  on the necessity to integrate individual narrative, in order  to promote a pluralistic model of the good life in public health research policy on  vulnerable populations at large. 
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
