1 – 
“The Province of Freedom: Slavery, Value, and the History of an Abolitionist Utopia” (specificity of case of Sierra Leone as an abolitionist utopia, relations between Christian utopian ideals, and Muslim slave dealers of the interior).

2 --
“Chiefs, Land, and Conflict”—history and contemporary dynamics of war and land chiefs; colonial policies, ruling houses; “American” chiefs, with the transformation of politics as a site for negotiating resources with global donors)

3 --
“Substantive versus Procedural Democracy: The case of Electoral Politics” (transparency/ secrecy; consultation; winner take all; spectral politics—ghost villages, ghost voters; greater stakes of local—e.g., chiefly-- versus national politics and the elections associated with them) 

4 --
“Sovereignty, Citizenship, and the State”

(governmentality, institutions, constitutional reforms, status of colony versus protectorate, etc)

5 --
Development, Humanitarianism, and Displacement (question of refugees, new forms of citizenship, transnational practices, “seconding” of employment; World Bank and DFID governance reform projects, chiefly house building fiascos etc).
