Qualitative research in health care  

Qualitative research methods are particularly appropriate in studies on health and healthcare services, either on their own or combined with quantitative methods. Qualitative methods are particularly relevant in changing environments and complex situations, which are typical of healthcare services. Moreover, qualitative research is particularly indicated in applied research, when the aim is to improve current practices, thus bridging the gap between theory and practice.

Scientists using qualitative research methods often struggle with the same questions:

· How do I choose my method(s)? Am I sufficiently aware of the theories that underpin my methods?

· Should I work inductively or deductively, with or without referring to a theoretical framework?

· Can my research question evolve during the research process?

· How do I synthesise data from different sources (literature, interviews, observations…) without getting lost? 

· How do I move from descriptive to interpretive analysis?

· How do I account for my own subjectivity in the research process?

· How do I develop sufficient awareness toward ethical issues from designing the study to reporting results?

· How do I assess the quality of my work?
· Can my work get published?

· Etc.

The aim of the seminar is to provide doctoral students involved in research in healthcare settings (patient-provider relationship, illness experience, training of healthcare providers, organisational issues, implementation of interventions, etc.) with theoretical and practical benchmarks for the practice of “good” qualitative research, and with the opportunity to reflect on their own practice of qualitative research in their PhD project.
